Pursuant to statute (725 ILCS 210/3) the State's Attorneys Appellate Prosecutor is a 
judicial agency of state government. Pursuant to the express provisions of the Freedom 
oflnformation Act (5 ILCS 140/2), its mandates are applicable to a "public body" which 
include: 

"legislative, executive, administrative, or advisory bodies of the State, state 
universities and colleges, counties, townships, cities, villages, incorporated

Article 1E of the School Code."
